1.4 SUBMITTALS

B. Product Data: Provide catalogue illustrations of fixtures, sizes, rough-in dimensions, utility sizes, trim, and finishes.

C. Manufacturer's Installation Instructions.

1.5 OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE DATA

A. Submit under provisions of Division 1.

B. Maintenance Data: Include fixture trim exploded view and replacement parts lists.

1.6 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

A. Deliver, store, protect, and handle products to site under provisions of Division 1.

B. Accept fixtures on site in factory packaging. Inspect for damage.

C. Protect installed fixtures from damage by securing areas and by leaving factory packaging in place to protect fixtures and prevent use.

1.7 FIELD MEASUREMENTS

A. Verify that field measurements are as indicated on shop drawings and as instructed by the manufacturer.

B. Confirm that millwork is constructed with adequate provision for the installation of countertop lavatories and sinks.

1.8 EXTRA MATERIALS

A. Furnish under provisions of Division 1.

B. Provide 2 sets of faucet washers and 2 flush valve service kits for each type of faucet/flush valve.

PART 2 - PRODUCTS

2.1 FIXTURES

A. Refer to fixture schedule for fixture description and see architectural drawings for exact location of plumbing fixtures and mounting heights.

B. Provide new fixtures, approved, free from flaws and blemished with finished surfaces clear, smooth and bright.

C. Chrome-plate the visible parts of fixture brass and accessories.

D. Provide fixtures of the same manufacturer. Fitting of same type shall be product of the same manufacturer.

E. Provide and install trim for fixtures provided by others.

F. Install fixtures provided by others.

G. Provide flush handle on wide side of stall.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 EXAMINATION

A. Verify that walls and floor finishes are prepared and ready for installation of fixtures.

B. Verify that electric power is available and of the correct characteristics.

3.2 PREPARATION

A. Rough-in fixture piping connections in accordance with minimum sizes indicated in fixture rough-in schedule for particular fixtures.

3.3 INSTALLATION

A. Install in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.

B. Install each fixture with trap, easily removable for servicing and cleaning.

C. Provide chrome plated rigid or flexible supplies to fixtures with loose key stops, reducers, and escutcheons. Provide individual loose key stops unless integral with valves and faucets.

D. Install components level and plumb.

E. Install and secure wall mounted fixtures in place with wall supports/wall carriers and bolts.

F. Seal fixtures to wall and floor surfaces with flexible sealant color to match fixture.

G. Provide exposed supplies and wastes to wall with polished chrome plated cast brass wall escutcheons.

H. Fixtures with hangers or supporting arms shall have hangers or arms securely mounted on a 1/4 inch thick by 6 inches wide steel wall plate, which shall extend at least 1 stud beyond the first and last fixture mounting points. Secure concealed arm assemblies, exposed arm assemblies and hangers to carrier plate with steel hardware as recommended by fixture manufacturer. Drill and tap plates at the time of fixture installation. Where light weight steel studs are used, fixture supports shall have manufactured floor mounted legs for attachment of supporting arms.

I. Insulate the trap and supplies of lavatories where indicated on drawings as handicap fixture. See Section 23 07 10 for insulation.

3.4 INTERFACE WITH OTHER PRODUCTS

A. Review millwork shop drawings. Confirm location and size of fixtures and openings before rough-in and installation.

3.5 ADJUSTING

A. Adjust Work under provisions of Division 1.

B. Adjust stops or valves for intended water flow rate to fixtures without splashing, noise, or overflow.

3.6 CLEANING

A. Clean Work under provisions of Division 1.

B. At completion clean plumbing fixtures and equipment.

3.7 PROTECTION OF FINISHED WORK

A. Protect finished Work under provisions of Division 1.

B. Do not permit use of fixtures.
